Minutes of the Roos Parish Council meeting held in the

Memorial Institute Roos on Monday 11th December 2023

Apologies for absence were received from Cllrs T Cook and M Maltas.
1. Consideration of Councillor’s declaration of interests
There were no changes declared by members to the register of interests.

2. Minutes of the meeting held on 13th November 2023
These were agreed as a true record and signed by the Chair.

Matters arising from the minutes
3. Proposed litter bin near the school
It was reported that the bin was now in situ and that the relevant grant money from  Burton Pidsea Wind Farm Fund had now been deposited in the bank account.
4. Proposed vehicle stopping restrictions at the school
The Chair reported that interested parties had met with ERYC Traffic Management who had agreed to amend the proposed restrictions towards the telephone box since which the school was considering a park and stride scheme which would require it to  approach the Roos Arms and also to apply to ERYC for consideration of providing a school patrol officer.
5. Christmas tree
It was reported that the tree was now in place and illuminated with further lights and new batteries supplied and Cllr Billany was thanked for decorating the tree.

6. Dogger Bank Wind Farm
It was agreed to chase up with SSE the land ownership notice plans showing the specific locations which the company had agreed to supply earlier.

7. Highway issues
It was reported that the potholes at Owstwick had now been filled by ERYC and the Chair confirmed that he had inspected the overgrown hedgerow on Main Street and verge damage also on Main Street which he considered did not require intervention which members agreed was the appropriate action at present. 

8. Public session
A member of the public referred to the proposed variation of condition 9 (approved plans) of permission 21/00342/PLF in relation to the erection of a dwelling with detached garage at land west of The Paddocks South End Roos in which it was considered that the now proposed swimming pool, sauna and bike shed amounted to more than a variation to allow design modifications and repositioning and she was advised that the issue raised would be taken up with ERYC.  

9. Correspondence
The Clerk reported that he had previously circulated details of the ERYC Climate Change strategy webinar invitation and that of Holderness Health to participate in its latest forum, together with details received from ERYC of a proposed Public Spaces Protection Order for Longbrough Lane. 

The Council was advised that Longbrough Lane is a public highway maintainable at public expense and that barriers had been erected at both ends of the lane by farmers preventing vehicular access and that seven accesses to farmers fields off the lane were not gated which should have been considered before resorting to erecting barriers  at each end of the lane. The Council was further advised that East Garton Parish Council would be objecting to the proposed Order and it was agreed that the Council also object to the introduction of a Public Spaces Protection Order on the lane.

The Clerk read a letter received from ERYC with regard to the recent Changing Coasts  drop-in sessions and that a newsletter giving an overview of the comments received and steps for further engagement would be issued in the new year. 

The Chair reported that he had received a letter from Roos school requesting the donation of four litter pickers to undertake a clean up of the school grounds and local area and that he had contacted ERYC who had agreed to supply the school with six litter pickers for this purpose. 

10. Planning
There were no new applications or decisions for the Council's consideration.

11. Treasurer’s report
The Treasurer sought and received approval for payment of the following account:- 

A Billany - reimbursement for purchase of lights/batteries for Christmas tree - £71.55 ERYC - supply and erection of  litter bin in Main Street - £575.98

B Lee - salary/expenses for three months - £1100.00

Following the previous circulation of the documents showing the financial position of the Council it was agreed that the precept requirement for the next financial year remain at £6000.00.

12. Any other business
It was agreed that an inspection of Roos Beck be carried out  in January details of which would be circulated to members in due course.

Cllr Billany confirmed that she would contact Mr Ainley in the near future with regard to her proposed  involvement with the website.

13. Annual review of Clerk's salary/expenses
It was agreed that the Clerk's salary/expenses be increased by £150.00 per annum.
