Minutes of the Roos Parish Council meeting held in the

Memorial Institute Roos on Monday 13th November 2023  

Present: Cllrs D Winter(Chair), A Billany, T Cook, A Dodson, M Maltas,

G Massey, B Nisbet and B Smales.

An apology for absence was received from Cllr B West.
1. Consideration of Councillor’s declaration of interests
There were no changes declared by members to the register of interests.

2. Minutes of the meeting held on 9th October 2023
These were agreed as a true record and signed by the Chair.

Matters arising from the minutes
3. Proposed litter bin near the school
The Clerk reported that the application submitted to the Burton Pidsea Wind Farm Fund for the purchase and installation of a litter bin in Main Street had been approved and the Chair confirmed that ERYC had advised that the unit would be in situ in the near future.
4. Proposed vehicle stopping restrictions at the school
The Clerk reported that arrangements had been made for the Council to meet with representatives of the school and ERYC Traffic Management at a site meeting on the 23rd November at 8.30am to discuss the proposed restrictions and it was agreed that Cllr Billany accompany the Chair at the site meeting. 
5. Christmas tree
The Clerk reported that he had received a message from Bev Brooks at The Hollies Christmas Tree Farm which stated that the Norwegian Spruce tree ordered by 

Cllr Billany would be provided free of charge as it would benefit the whole village and that he had replied thanking her on behalf of the Council for the very kind gesture which was greatly appreciated. 

6. Tunstall garden account
The Treasurer reported that confirmation had been received from Lloyds Bank that the account had now been transferred to a 3.5% fixed term deposit account maturing on the 30th April 2024.

7. Correspondence
The Clerk reported that he had previously circulated details of the Holderness Health meet the Managers sessions together with correspondence from SSE in relation to Dogger Bank Wind Farm land ownership notices for which the plans showing the specific locations had not been provided as yet by the company and were still awaited.  

8. Planning
Erection of two storey and first floor extension to rear, alteration to existing dormer to front to create pitched roofs and erection of porch and veranda to front (resubmission of 19/000497/PLF) at Northlands Roston Road Roos - 23/03253/PLF

It was agreed that no objections be made to the application.

Hybrid application consisting of permission for change of use of agricultural land for siting of 180static caravans with associated access road and works to create lake and outline permission for a reception and toilet/changing room facilities with car park area (all matters reserved) at land north of Holderness Country Park Southfield Lane Tunstall – 23/01325/STPLF

Having considered the amended description and plans it was agreed that ERYC be informed that the Council's original objection to the proposed development still remains valid.

Variation of condition 9 (approved plans) of permission 21/00342/PLF for the erection of dwelling with detached garage to allow design modifications and repositioning at land west of The Paddocks South End Roos - 23/02919/VAR 

It was agreed that no objections be made to the application.

Fell Cherry tree within the Conservation Area at Ashford House Main Street Roos

It was reported that ERYC had approved the application.

9. Treasurer’s report
The Treasurer sought and received approval for payment of the following account:- 

Roos Institute - hire of hall (three meetings) - £45.00  

The Treasurer reported that in previous years the Council had donated £100,00 to the Royal British Legion poppy appeal and it was agreed to donate the same amount this year.

10. Any other business
The Chair proposed that letters of thanks and appreciation be sent to Mr Stephenson for his voluntarily litter picking work in the village and to Mr & Mrs Dee for providing the excellent poppy display in the locality leading up to Remembrance Sunday both of which were unanimously agreed by members.

The Chair reported that bus service 243 to Beverley would now be operated on Tuesdays and Thursdays and that notices advising of this had been displayed in the notice boards.

The Chair reported that he had been approached by Roos school for the Council to consider donating towards the cost of funding transport or tickets for a school visit to a Viking experience in York at which point Cllrs Billany and Cook left the meeting as their children attended the school and took no part in discussion/voting on the matter.

It was agreed that the school be advised to submit an application to Burton Pidsea Wind Farm Fund or Tedder Hill Wind Farm Fund or both for consideration by each Panel.

Cllr Cook reported that potholes and highway relining works in Owstwick previously referred to ERYC at the task force village walkabout had still not be attended to and it was agreed that a reminder be sent to the Area Engineer.

Reference was made to an overgrown hedgerow on Main Street together with verge damage also on Main Street caused by vehicle overrunning and the Chair confirmed that he would inspect both areas with a view to reporting the matter to ERYC if deemed necessary.
