Minutes of the Roos Parish Council meeting held in the

Memorial Institute Roos on Monday 8th April 2024

An apology for absence was  received from Cllr A Billany.

The Chair reported that sadly Sheila Tyson a former Clerk to the Council had recently  passed away  and the Council stood and observed a minutes silence as a mark of respect in her passing and it was agreed to send a letter of condolence to Mr Tyson.  
1. Consideration of Councillor’s declaration of interests
There were no changes declared by members to the register of interests.

2. Minutes of the meeting held on 11th March 2024
These were agreed as a true record and signed by the Chair.

Matters arising from the minutes
3. Highway issues
It was reported that ERYC had removed the approximate 60 green bags of waste that Community Payback had filled resulting from its earlier works in Roos and that ERYC had confirmed that  planings would be delivered to Dove Lane by the end of the month to improve Dove Lane with some of it utilised to fill potholes in the area near Ivy Row local path which works were intended to be carried out by the Community Payback team.

4. Website
It was reported that Cllr Billany had arranged a meeting with Mr Ainley for 9thApril to move forward her future involvement with the website and that the website fee To Easily had now been paid.
5. Public session
As no members of the public were in attendance the session did not take place.
6. Correspondence
The Clerk reported that he had previously circulated details of the Holderness Health new computing system  information and also the presentation document and associated slides provided by ERYC to a recent meeting of East Garton Parish Council relevant to its Changing Coasts East Yorkshire project being delivered in partnership with the Environment Agency.

7. Planning
Erection of a building to house a farm produce vending machine and construction 

of an associated parking and turning area (amended plans) at Windy Ridge Kiln House Lane Tunstall  - 24/00283/PLF

It was agreed that no objections be made to the application now that the amended plans show that the proposed development would not obstruct footpath 11 and it was noted that ERYC was requesting the landowner to submit a path modification scheme to divert a section of the path which was obstructed by historical structures.

The Clerk reported that he had just received from ERYC details of further amended plans in respect of  the proposed erection of a dwelling with detached garage at land west of The Paddock South End Roos which he would circulate to members for consideration and that ERYC could not agree to a time extension until the next meeting for comment as it is beyond the target date for determination  but that a time extension until the end of the month would be allowed.

8. Treasurer’s report
The Treasurer sought and received approval for payment of the following accounts:- 

W Ainley - reimbursement for payment of website renewal - £18.72

B Lee - salary/expenses for three months - £1137.50

It was agreed to renew the Tunstall garden account deposit with Lloyds for a period of  twelve months at a rate of interest of 3.6%.
