Minutes of the Roos Parish Council meeting held in the

Memorial Institute Roos on Monday 9th December 2024

Apologies for absence were received from Cllrs A Billany and T Cook.

1. Consideration of Councillor’s declaration of interests
There were no changes declared by members to the register of interests.
2. Minutes of the meeting held on 11th November 2024
These were agreed as a true record and signed by the Chair subject to the deletion of Cllr West as being present at the meeting.

Matters arising from the minutes
3. Speeding issues in Southfield Lane
It was reported that a site meeting had taken place with ERYC, the Police and local residents at which it was agreed that ERYC would undertake a speed monitoring survey next Spring and report back on the findings to all interested parties.
4. New notice board
The Chair reported that he had been informed by the manufacturer/installer of the new notice board that the board would hopefully be completed and installed early in 2025.
5. Highway matters
A reply from ERYC stated that ad hoc gully attendances are not funded unless flooding occurs and that the issue at Owstwick was the verge grip and leaf fall with no leaf or blockage within the asset and as such resident intervention is needed between ERYC's visits which could be weekly sweeping in winter.

It was reported that the footpath in the vicinity of the Roos Arms near to a hydrant/manhole cover had now had remedial repairs carried out by ERYC. 
6. Public session
As no members of the public were in attendance the above session did not take place.   
7. Correspondence
The Clerk reported that he had previously circulated notification from ERYC of  the temporary closure of Quaker Road at Owstwick and he produced copies of a poster received from ERYC relevant to the Help for Households Support Fund for display in the notice board.   
8. Planning
Appeal - ERYC refusal of planning permission in relation to the hybrid application at land north of Holderness Country Park Tunstall for the siting of caravans  -24/00098/REFUSE

It was reported that it was understood that a hearing would take place at Beverley on the 30th January 2025.

Alterations to windows at front to create new shop entrance and brick up original entrance, installation of ramp and roller shutter and repositioning of signage board (retrospective) at Roos Village Store & Post Office 4-5 Main St Roos - 24/02858/PLF

It was agreed to raise concerns that the previously unused single door opening could have been locked and boarded internally and that the proposed introduction of additional advertisements on the front elevation is considered to be excessive.

Certificate of Lawfulness for the continued occupation of dwelling without complying with condition 6 of permission N5927 at Freshlands Quaker Road Owstwick  -24/03334/CLE

It was agreed that subject to ERYC being satisfied with the evidence provided by the applicant that no objections be made to the issue of a Certificate of Lawfulness.  

Change of use of barns to dwellings at Kiln House Lane Tunstall 

Whilst the Council had not been consulted on these types of application it was agreed to support local residents in their objections and to object to all three applications.   

9. Treasurer’s report
The Treasurer sought and received approval for payment of the following accounts:-

Memorial Institute - hire of  hall for 5 meetings - £75.00

B Lee - salary/expenses for three months - £1137.50

Following the previous circulation of the documents showing the financial position of the Council it was agreed that the precept requirement for the next financial year remain at £6,000.00.  

10. Any other business
Highway matters -The Clerk reported that following the unfortunate passing of the owner of the hedge which required cutting back on Main Street, ERYC had agreed to attend to the hedge on this occasion only before the New Year. 

Beck walk - It was agreed that arrangements be made to inspect the Beck on a Saturday in January 2025.

Christmas tree farm on Main Street - It was agreed to support the owners in their appeal against ERYC's issue of an Enforcement Notice in respect of the entrance gates currently in situ as the Council has no objections to their height or setting. 

11. Annual review of Clerk's salary/expenses
It was agreed that the Clerk's salary/expenses be increased by £100.00 per annum.
