Minutes of the Roos Parish Council meeting held in the

Memorial Institute Roos on Monday 12th February 2024

Apologies for absence were received from Cllrs A Billany, B Nisbet and B West.
1. Consideration of Councillor’s declaration of interests
There were no changes declared by members to the register of interests.

2. Minutes of the meeting held on 11th December 2023
These were agreed as a true record and signed by the Chair.

Matters arising from the minutes
3. Highway issues
Cllr Cook referred once again to a section of overgrown hedgerow on Main Street and the Chair agreed to contact Community Payback to enquire if the hedgerow could be attended to whilst th team was still in the village failing which the Clerk confirmed that he would refer the matter to ERYC for attention.

4. Roos Beck
The Chair reported that four members had conducted an inspection of the watercourse in early January and apart from a fallen tree in the beck which had since been removed by the riparian owner the beck was flowing freely. Since then two further trees likely to restrict water flow had also been removed by the riparian owner and the Council thank those involved for taking the appropriate measures to keep the beck clear of debris. 

5. Website
It was reported that Cllr Billany had made contact with Mr Ainley with regard to her future involvement with the website and that she would be meeting him on his return from holiday to progress matters. 
6. Public session
A member of the public commented that he was a member of the Nuclear Geological Disposal Facility Working Group monitoring the proposed storage of nuclear waste in  South Holderness and sought the Council's support  in opposing the proposed development of a site for this purpose.

7. Correspondence
The Clerk reported that he had previously circulated details of the ERYC virtual Town and Parish Council event, the East Riding Safety Advisory Board update, ERYC Changing Coasts focus group Teams meeting and the Nuclear Geological Disposal Facility Working Group information.

Following the earlier representations made by a member of the public it was agreed to contact ERYC expressing the concerns of the Council to the possibility of nuclear waste being stored in the region and to object to the proposal in the strongest terms.

8. Planning
Change of use of land for the siting of additional static caravans to form an extension to existing caravan park, siting of office/reception caravan and formation of 2 no. ponds at Holderness Country Park Southfield Lane Tunstall - 23/03879/STPLF

It was agreed to strongly object to the application as Tunstall is a very small hamlet with limited amenities in comparison to the wider adjacent existing caravan park at Sand Le Mere.The proposed development would have a severe negative impact on the existing character of the settlement and its scale individually as well as most importantly cumulatively when combined with the existing caravan sites at Sand Le mere and Holderness Country Park is excessive.

Further that the development will also generate significant amounts of traffic on Southfield Lane and without highway improvements such as road widening or further passing place provision the single track highway will become a road safety  issue for all road users.

Variation of condition 9 (approved plans) of permission 21/00342/PLF (Erection of dwelling with detached garage) to allow design modifications and repositioning of dwelling and garage at land west of The Paddock South End Roos - 23/02919/VAR   

Having reviewed the amended plans it was agreed to object to the variation. The 2021 approved application did not include a swimming pool, bike shed and storage facilities which are a complete deviation from condition 9  and that these matters be subject to a separate application and not considered as permitted development.

The Council is also aware of outstanding drainage issues to be addressed including consideration of methods to drain the proposed swimming pool, the latter of which should be part of a separate application.

Fell 1 no. Willow tree and 1 no. Ash tree due to various aspects of their condition at North Farm Rectory Road Roos within the Conservation Area - 24/00182/TCA 

It was agreed that no objections be made to the above application. 

Conversion of existing agricultural buildings to 5 holiday lets with associated parking,turning area and landscaping (retrospective application) at Manor Farm Main Sreet Tunstall - 23/03855/PLF and 23/03856/PLB    

It was agreed that no objections be made to the above as these were applications to regulate the previous permissions.

Erection of a building for use as agricultural offices and workers amenity building with associated parking at Westhill Farm Main Street Tunstall – 23/03720/PLF

It was reported that the Council had considered the application in the winter recess and that it was agreed that no objections be made to the application. 

9. Treasurer’s report
The Treasurer sought and received approval for payment of the following accounts:-

10. Any other business
The Chair referred to an incident at the school were a visitor had suffered a cardiac arrest and fortunately by chance Mr Megson was on site carrying out a defibrillator training session and was able to administer first aid with the use of the unit.

It was reported that Melbourne Butchers were the recent winners of the  local MP''s favourite independent shop awards other villages category and the Council congratulate the store for an award well deserved.
