Minutes of the Roos Parish Council meeting held in the

Memorial Institute Roos on Monday 8th July 2024

Apologies for absence were received from Cllrs M Maltas, B Nisbet and B Smales. 
1. Consideration of Councillor’s declaration of interests
There were no changes declared by members to the register of interests.

2. Minutes of the meeting held on 10th June 2024
These were agreed as a true record and signed by the Chair.

Matters arising from the minutes
3. Highway issues
It was reported that the Community Payback team had completed strimming works of overgrown vegetation in Dove Lane and that potholes on New Road in Owstwick and loose kerb stones outside the doctor's surgery had now been attended to by ERYC.

4. Public session
A member of the public raised concerns with regard to the proposed siting of a bench in Elm Garth by another member of the public in memory of her late husband near to his property and he was advised that the permission of ERYC would be required to any siting of a bench in the highway grass verge and that should an application be submitted to ERYC then the Council would be consulted in the matter.
5. Correspondence
The Clerk reported that he had previously circulated to members details of the Holderness Health Forum meeting and the ERYC proposed mandatory waiting restrictions in Main Street at Roos school to which the Council had no objections.

6. Planning
Change of use of land for siting of additional caravans to form extension to existing caravan park, siting of office/reception caravan and formation of pond (amended plans) at Holderness Country Park Southfield Lane Tunstall – 23/03879/STPLF

It was agreed to strongly object to the proposed amended scheme for the same reasons  outlined in the Council's objection to the original application and that should the Case Officer be recommending a different decision the matter should then be referred to the appropriate Committee for determination.

Erection of pig finishing unit with associated feed bin and hardstandings at Sunderland Farm Rectory Road Roos

It was reported that ERYC had approved the above application.

Change of use of land for the siting of 60 lodge style static caravans for holiday use with ancillary works at land north and east of Kiln House Kiln House Lane Tunstall

It was reported that ERYC had refused the above application.

Erection of a dwelling, removal of 1.8m high brick wall and replace with 1m high picket fence and gate and construction of vehicular access (amended plans and description) at land north east of Hansa House Main Street Roos 

It was reported that a site visit had taken place earlier in the day followed by consideration of the proposed development in the afternoon by ERYC's Eastern Area Planning Sub-Committee and that the application had been approved.
