Minutes of the Roos Parish Council meeting held in the

Memorial Institute Roos on Monday 13th May 2024  

Present: Cllrs D Winter (Chair), A Billany, T Cook, A Dodson, M Maltas, G Massey,

B Nisbet, B Smales and B West.

There were no apologies for absence as all members were in attendance.  
1. Consideration of Councillor’s declaration of interests
There were no changes declared by members to the register of interests.

2. Minutes of the meeting held on 8th April 2024
These were agreed as a true record and signed by the Chair.

Matters arising from the minutes
3. Highway issues
It was reported that ERYC would be delivering the requested planings this week for improvement works to be carried out by the Community Payback team at Dove Lane and near Ivy Row local path.

4. Website
Cllr Billany reported that she had met with Mr Ainley regarding her future involvement/ownership of the website and that she had already uploaded previous minutes and would be uploading other material as necessary moving forward.
5. Public session
Two members of the public voiced their concerns and objections to the planning agenda item at land north east of Hansa House in Roos and sought the Council's support in the matter when considering the application.
6. Correspondence
The Clerk reported that he had previously circulated details of the cancellation of the 15th April Holderness Health forum meeting.

7. Planning
Erection of a dwelling, removal of 1.8m high brick wall and replace with 1m high picket fence and gate and construction of vehicular access (amended plans and description) at land north east of Hansa House Main Street Roos - 24/00402/PLF

It was agreed to object to the application as it is considered that the proposed development would have a detrimental impact on the Conservation Area and not be in keeping with its street scene with drainage issues also an area of concern.

Erection of pig finishing unit with associated feed bin and hardstandings at Sunderland Farm Rectory Road Roos - 24/00784/PLF

It was agreed that no objections be made to the above application.

Conversion of existing agricultural buildings to 5 holiday lets and an amenity building with associated parking, turning area and landscaping (retrospective) at Manor Farm Main Street Tunstall

Variation of condition 7 (surface water) and 8 (approved plans - block plan only) of permission 20/04231/PLF (Erection of dwelling with associated works) to reflect changes to surface water disposal (retrospective) at Larch House Meadowcroft Roos

Erection of building to house a farm produce vending machine and construction of an associated parking and turning area at Windy Ridge Kiln House Lane Tunstall

It was reported that ERYC had approved the above applications.

Hybrid application consisting of a) full permission for change of use of agricultural land to enable siting of 180 static caravans with associated access road, car parking, landscaping and associated engineering works to create lake and b) outline permission for a reception and toilet/changing room facilities with associated car parking area (all matters reserved) at land north of Holderness Country Park Southfield Lane Tunstall

It was reported that ERYC had refused the above application.   

Variation of condition 9 (approved plans) of permission 21/00342/PLF Erection of dwelling with detached garage at land west of The Paddock South End Roos

It was reported that the above application had been withdrawn.

8. Treasurer’s report
The Treasurer sought and received approval for payment of the following account:- 

MPH Accountancy - audit of accounts 2023/24 - £84.00

Audit report - It was agreed to certify the Councilas exempt from a limited assurance review following the internal auditor signing off the accounts for 2023/24 following which the annual governance statement followed by the accounting statements were duly approved and signed.

9. Any other business
Cllr Dodson reported that the insulation board in the back of the notice board was showing obvious signs of wear and as the notice board had been in use for many years with several repairs carried out during that time it was agreed to ask Chris Dee to quote for supplying a new notice board with a view to applying to the Burton Pidsea Wind Farm Fund for a grant for purchase of the item.

Cllr Dodson reported that he had been advised by ERYC that the application for the proposed new right of way between Cherry Hill Park and the church was now at number ten in the list of applications to be considered by that Authority.

Cllr Cook referred to a large pothole near the church on Rectory Road and also to potholes on New Road in Owstwick which required attention and it was agreed to refer the issues to ERYC for attention.

Following the decision in the earlier annual general meeting to hold Council meetings each month with the exception of January and August with a proviso that should extraordinary business require such meetings to take place in those months, that Standing Orders reflect this requirement.
