Minutes of the Roos Parish Council meeting held in the

Memorial Institute Roos on Monday 11th November 2024  

Present: Cllrs D Winter (Chair), T Cook, A Dodson, B Nisbet and B West.

Apologies for absence were received from Cllrs A Billany, M Maltas,

G Massey and B Smales. 

The Chair reported that sadly Mike Cheeseman a former Chair and Treasurer to the Council had recently passed away and the Council stood and observed a minutes silence as a mark of respect in his passing and it was agreed to send a letter of condolence to Mrs Cheeseman.  

1. Consideration of Councillor’s declaration of interests
There were no changes declared by members to the register of interests.

2. Meeting with ERYC relevant to speeding issues in Southfield Lane 
The Chair welcomed Lianne Darbinson to the meeting who explained the process involved in creating a Traffic Regulation Order and the criteria for implementing new speed limits in consultation with the Police and she commented that she had some initial data to hand in respect of Southfield Lane and that she would be happy to attend a site meeting with the Chair, the Police and a local resident in the near future.

The Clerk confirmed that he would make arrangements for this this to occur and inform the respective parties of the date/time for the proposed site meeting.

Cllr Cook referred to the fact that Owstwick did not have a 30/40mph speed limit within the hamlet and Ms Darbinson confirmed that she would look into this and report back to the Council in due course.

The Chair thanked Ms Darbinson for her attendance and looked forward to a site visit. 
3. Minutes of the meeting held on 14th October 2024
These were agreed as a true record and signed by the Chair.

Matters arising from the minutes
4. New notice board
The Chair reported that the manufacturer/installer of the new notice board had been instructed to proceed with the work and that this was now in hand. 
5. Public session
As no members of the public were in attendance the above session did not take place.   
6. Correspondence
The Clerk reported that he had previously circulated the latest ERYC Safe Communities data, Government consultation regarding remote attendance at meetings, the East Riding Design Code and the ERYC Town and Parish Councils meet and greet event at Hornsea on the 28th November between 5 and 7pm. 

In respect of the remote meetings consultation it was agreed not to support the proposal and that members should be encouraged to participate in person in the future.   
7. Planning
Appeal - ERYC refusal of planning permission in relation to the hybrid application at land north of Holderness Country Park Tunstall for the siting of caravans  -24/00098/REFUSE

It was reported that a hearing would take place at a date and venue to be determined and that intended speakers had until the 18th November to register with the Planning Inspectorate to take part in the procedure.

Change of use for the siting of additional static caravans to form an extension to existing caravan park, siting of office/reception and formation of 1 no. pond at Holderness Country Park Southfield Lane Tunstall

It was reported that ERYC had approved the above application.   

8. Treasurer’s report
The Treasurer reported that the cheque previously issued and referred to at the last meeting had been cancelled with Lloyds and that a new cheque had been reissued.

He also reported that the Bank had advised him that from January charges would be 

made on the account amounting to some £60/£70 a year and that he had queried the matter with Lloyds.

The Treasurer commented that each year the Council usually donate to the Royal British Legion Poppy Appeal and it was agreed to donate £100.00 as in recent years.   

9. Any other business
Highway matters
Cllr Dodson reported that he had been advised by ERYC that the proposed footpath no. 7 modification in relation to Dents Garth had reached number 6   

on the list for further investigation moving forward and he further commented that the footpath in the vicinity of the Roos Arms required attention near to a hydrant/manhole cover.

Cllr Cook referred to a blocked gully on Quaker Road near to Kenby Farm and Willowdene and that the pothole near the church on Rectory Road was still evident.

It was agreed to refer the footpath issue near the Roos Arms and that of the blocked gully at Owstwick to ERYC for attention and the Chair confirmed that ERYC had previously been informed of the pothole near the church.
