Minutes of the Roos Parish Council meeting held in the

Memorial Institute Roos on Monday 9th September 2024

Apologies for absence were received from Cllrs A Billany and T Cook. 
1. Consideration of Councillor’s declaration of interests
There were no changes declared by members to the register of interests.

2. Minutes of the meeting held on 8th July 2024
These were agreed as a true record and signed by the Chair.

Matters arising from the minutes
3. Highway issues
It was reported that ERYC had now provided the necessary road signage in respect of the mandatory vehicle waiting restrictions in Main Street at Roos school.

4. Public session
A member of the public confirmed that she and her husband were still opposed to the

siting of a bench near to their property in Elm Garth and that should an application be made to ERYC and the Council consulted they would appreciate being informed of this in order to raise their concerns with ERYC and the Council agreed to the request should this be the case.

The owners of the Christmas tree business in Main Street confirmed that they were happy to supply free of charge once again and in future years a tree for display on the village green and suggested that they provide a permanent underground tubular fixture which could be utilised each year to securely house the Christmas tree. The Council agreed to the suggestion and thanked them for their generosity and public spiritedness in providing a tree for the benefit of the community at Christmas time.    
5. Correspondence
The Clerk reported that he had previously circulated to members details of the confirmed case of blue tongue virus near Withernsea provided by ERYC showing the restriction zone in place, the East Riding Local Plan update modification consultation and the East Riding Safeguarding Children Partnership newsletter.

It was agreed that the East Riding Local Plan consultation be an agenda item for the next meeting and to seek clarity from ERYC on the mapping relevant to future caravan development within the Local Plan.

6. Planning
Erection of an agricultural building for free range egg production with associated 

feed bins, hardstandings and access track at Carr Farm Tower Road Rimswell  - 24/02337/PLF

It was agreed that no objections be made to the application.

Fell 1 no. Willow tree and 2 no. Cherry trees in the Conservation Area at Elm Farm Rectory Road Roos - 24/02437/TCA

It was agreed that no objections be made to the application.

Erection of dwelling, removal of 1.8m high brick wall and replace with 1m high picket fence and gate and construction of vehicular access at land north east of Hansa House Main Street Roos

Fell 1 no, Ash tree and crown reduce 1 no. group of Yew trees in the Conservation Area at All Saints Church Rectory Road Roos

It was reported that ERYC had approved the above two applications.

It was reported that it was understood that a retrospective planning application was expected to be submitted to ERYC following recent exterior building works at the Village Store in Main Street.

7. Treasurer’s report
The Treasurer sought and received approval for payment of the following accounts:-

D Winter - reimbursement for purchase of new battery for Owstwick defibrillator -

Cllr Massey questioned whether other quotes had been sought for the defibrillator and the Treasurer advised that it was purchased through Yorkshire Ambulance Service with a discount, nevertheless he would ask the Service if this was the most competitive price for the defibrillator in question.   

8. Any other business
It was agreed to request ERYC to consider reducing the speed limit on Southfield Lane Tunstall in view of the likely increase of caravan development in the locality resulting in further traffic movements adding to the issue of speeding vehicles on this highway which has no footpaths.
It was reported that the Community Payback team would be siding out the footpath of overgrown vegetation in Tunstall from the bus shelter to the church in the near future and that damaged wooden verge posts had been reported to ERYC for attention.
It was agreed to refer an overgrown hedge in the vicinity of Halfway Cottage in Main Street to ERYC for attention and also following a number of near vehicle misses to request ERYC to consider providing appropriate signage on Roston Road advising road users that the road is single track with passing places.
