Minutes of the Roos Parish Council meeting held in the

An apology for absence was received from Cllr T Cook.

1. Consideration of Councillor’s declaration of interests
There were no changes declared by members to the register of interests.
2. Minutes of the meeting held on 13th October 2025
These were agreed as a true record and signed by the Chair.

Matters arising from the minutes
3. The Pinfold
Cllr Tyson provided a specification of schedule of works required for improvements to the wall and the Chair confirmed that he would forward the specification to the  interested parties who had expressed an interest in quoting for the work.

It was agreed that the matter be an agenda item for the next meeting.

It was reported that Cllr Dodson had removed the ivy from the Pinfold area and had treat the gravel area with weedkiller.
4. Highway matters
A reply received from ERYC stated that the hedgerow on Southfield Land had been inspected and that presently it does warrant cutting back and that the situation would be monitored next spring. 

5. Tolkein statues
It was reported that ERYC had been asked to consider providing directional signs on Rectory Road, next to the church and near the village green and a reply was awaited.  
6. Public session
A member of the public commented that in his opinion the footpath from Hodgson Lane to Dents Garth was unfit for use and he was advised that his comments would be forwarded to ERYC for a response.

He also commented that churchyard plots for future burials would need addressing in the near future as space was becoming limited.
7. Correspondence
The Clerk reported that he had previously circulated retrospective notes from a member of the public relevant to proposed car park at Windy Ridge Tunstall, Changing Coasts East Riding newsletter, road closure at Quaker Road Owstwick, Humber Carbon Capture pipeline statutory consultation and further objection from an agent for a resident relevant to the proposed development at Windy Ridge Tunstall.

8. Planning
Erection of a free range egg production unit and associated infrastructure at Kenby Farm Quaker Road Owstwick - 25/02846/STPLFE

It was agreed that no objections be made to the application.

Dismantle 1 no. Sycamore tree in the Conservation Area as has outgrown its position and is causing excessive shading to greenhouse beneath at Manor Farm Main Street Tunstall

It was reported that ERYC had approved the above application.

Erection of a building for use as a farm shop and creation of car parking area (part retrospective) (amended plans and description) at Windy Ridge Kiln House Lane Tunstall - 25/02374/PLF

It was reported that the above application had been withdrawn.

The Chair reported that he understood that two applications had been re-submitted relevant to the proposed development at Roos Store and Post Office and were awaiting validation prior to the Council being consulted on the applications.

9. Treasurer’s report
The Treasurer sought and received approval for payment of the following account:-

A&M Dodson - removal of ivy and weed killing gravel area at The Pinfold - £97.00

The Treasurer commented that in previous years the Council had contributed to the Royal British Legion poppy appeal and it was agreed to donate £100.00 to the appeal.
10. Any other business
Highway matter - It was reported that ERYC had confirmed that footpath improvements would be carried out in Elm Garth during the current financial year.
