Minutes of the Roos Parish Council meeting held in the

Memorial Institute Roos on Monday 10th February 2025

An apology for absence was received from Cllr B West.

Prior to the commencement of the meeting a minutes silence was held as a mark of 

respect in the recent passing of former Councillor John Quarmby.

1. Consideration of Councillor’s declaration of interests
There were no changes declared by members to the register of interests.
2. Minutes of the meeting held on 9th December 2024
These were agreed as a true record and signed by the Chair.

Matters arising from the minutes
3. New notice board
The Chair reported that he had been advised by the manufacturer/installer of the new notice board that the board would be completed and in situ by the end of February.
4. Beck walk
It was reported that the Chair together with Cllrs Dodson and West had conducted a walk of the beck on the 11th January and had found no issues likely to cause an obstruction to the free flow of the watercourse.
5. Public session
As no members of the public were in attendance the above session did not take place.   
6. Correspondence
The Clerk reported that he had previously circulated notification from ERYC of  the East Riding Local Plan update consultation on the draft Open Space and Housing Needs supplementary planning documents.

He also reported that ERYC had advised him that the number of Councillors in future would remain at nine following representations he had made opposing the proposed reduction to eight in future years. 

Advanced notification was received from Visit East Yorkshire/ERYC of a Tolkein carving statue to celebrate JRR Tolkein's time in Roos which it was intended to unveil at Roos Church on the 30th May further details of which would be provided as the project progresses.  
7. Planning
Change of use of a building for use as a farm shop (retrospective) at Windy Ridge

Kiln House Lane Tunstall - 25/00191/PLF

It was agreed that no objections be made to the application.

Erection of livestock building (retrospective) to replace existing livestock building at

Cote Farm Rectory Road Roos - 24/03586/PLF

It was agreed that no objections be made to the application.

Alterations to windows at front to create new shop entrance and brick up original entrance, installation of ramp and roller shutter and repositioning of signage board (retrospective) at Roos Village Store & Post Office 4-5 Main St Roos

Certificate of Lawfulness for the continued occupation of dwelling without complying with condition 6 of permission N5927 at Freshlands Quaker Road Owstwick  

Change of use of three agricultural barns to dwellings with associated building operations at Kiln House Kiln House Lane Tunstall 

It was reported that ERYC had refused the above three applications.

Appeal - ERYC refusal of permission in relation to the application for change of use of land for siting of 60 lodge style static caravans for holiday use at land north east of Kiln House Kiln House Lane Tunstall - 25/00002/REFUSE  

It was reported that it was understood that a hearing would take place at Beverley on the 23rd April 2025.

9. Councillor vacancy
Following the recent resignation of Cllr Nisbet the Clerk reported that there had been no expressions of interest to date in the vacancy.

In view of Cllr Nisbet's resignation it was agreed that Cllr Smales now be a signatory for bank mandate purposes, that Cllr Cook represent the Council on the Roos Wind Farm Fund Panel with Cllr Massey as his substitute on the Panel.   

10. Any other business
Highway matters - The Chair reported that the speed indicator device on Main Street was presently not operational and that ERYC had agreed to provide it with a new front panel/batteries in the near future and tht the pothole near Roos Church had now been attended to by ERYC.

Bench on Roos village green - It was reported that the Uscroft family would be removing their bench for refurbishment purposes in the near future prior to its reinstatement on the site.

Website - It was reported that ownership of the website had now finally been transferred from Mr Ainley to Cllr Billany.  

Dents Garth - The Council noted concerns which had been expressed with regard to ownership or otherwise of a section of this unadopted highway and which was likely to be a civil matter and the Chair reported that he would make further enquiries.
