Minutes of the Roos Parish Council meeting held in the

Memorial Institute Roos on Monday 10th March 2025

An apology for absence was received from Cllr T Cook.

1. Consideration of Councillor’s declaration of interests
There were no changes declared by members to the register of interests.
2. Minutes of the meeting held on 10th February 2025
These were agreed as a true record and signed by the Chair.

Matters arising from the minutes
3. New notice board
It was reported that the new replacement notice board was now in situ and members commented that they were pleased with the resulting workmanship of the facility.
4. Proposed Tolkein carving statue
The Chair reported that he had been advised by Visit East Yorkshire/ERYC that the unveiling of the statue at Roos Church would now take place on the 6th June with further details provided nearer the event.
5. Highway matter
It was reported that ERYC had advised that the parts required to repair the speed indicator device on Main Street in Roos had been ordered and that it was expected that the unit would be fully operational again by the end of April.
6. Dents Garth
The Chair reported that he was awaiting a reply on legal opinion he had sought regarding the section of this unadopted highway referred to previously.
7. Public session
As no members of the public were in attendance the above session did not take place.   
8. Correspondence
The Clerk reported that he had previously circulated notification from ERYC of  the temporary closure of Rectory Road for highway improvements and details of the Holderness Health Open Day on the 15th March. 
9. Planning
Enforcement notice regarding erection of a fence and gates at land south of The Hollies Main Street Roos - 24/00136/ENFORC

Notification was received from ERYC of an appeal against the enforcement notice.

Change of use of land for siting of static holiday caravans and lodges and siting of 14 permanent residential caravans as part of rollback from coastal erosion at land east of lodge 1 Meridean Way Southfield Lane Tunstall - 22/03632/STPLF 

Notification was received from ERYC that the above application had been withdrawn.

Change of use of three agricultural barns to dwellings at Kiln House Kiln House Lane Tunstall - 25/0001/REFUSE to 25/00013/REFUSE inclusive

Notification was received from ERYC of appeals against refusal of above permissions  

Hybrid application for change of use of agricultural land for siting of 180 static caravans and associated works and outline permission for a reception area/changing room facilities with car park (all matters reserved) at land north of Holderness Country Park Southfield Lane Tunstall - 24/00098/REFUSE

It was reported that ERYC had advised that the appeal against refusal of permission had been dismissed by the Planning Inspectorate. 

Alterations to front windows to create new shop entrance, brick up original entrance, installation of ramp/roller shutter and repositioning of signage board (retrospective) at Roos Village Store & Post Office 4-5 Main Street Roos - 25/00024/REFUSE

Notification was received from ERYC of an appeal against refusal of permission.

10. Treasurer’s report
The Treasurer sought and received approval for payment of the following accounts:-

Chris Dee Manufacturing - manufacture/supply new notice board - £1680.00

11. Councillor vacancy
The Clerk confirmed that he had circulated to members applications received to date for the above vacancy and it was agreed that the deadline for applications be extended until the 7th April.  

It was also agreed that a process for any future vacancies be incorporated within Standing Orders for approval at the annual meeting in May. 

12. Any other business
Burton Pidsea/Tedder Hill Wind Farm Community Funds - It was reported that a public meeting would be held on the 19th March at Burton Pidsea Memorial Hall to meet the Panels, ask questions and learn more about funding opportunities. 

Land off Main Street Roos - A note received from Cllr Cook was considered relating to a parcel of land which could be available for use as a car park to relieve parking pressure in the area and the Chair confirmed that he would initially approach the school in the matter.
