Minutes of the Roos Parish Council meeting held in the

There were no apologies received for absence.

The Chair welcomed Cllr Tyson to the meeting following his recent co-option.

1. Consideration of Councillor’s declaration of interests
There were no changes declared by members to the register of interests.
2. Minutes of the meeting held on 14th April 2025
These were agreed as a true record and signed by the Chair.

Matters arising from the minutes
3. Proposed Tolkein carving statues
The Chair reported that the two Tolkein statues had now been delivered and that Council places at the unveiling event on the 6th June had been booked with Visit East Yorkshire/ERYC.
4. Dents Garth
The Chair reported that following his recent meeting with a solicitor confirmation was received that the land in question was not legally owned by anyone and that the possessory title aspect of the land was a civil matter for any resident wishing to pursue this aspect in respect of the land.

5. Public session
As no members of the public were in attendance the above session did not take place.   
6. Correspondence
The Clerk reported that he had previously circulated notification from ERYC of the annual planning liaison meetings on the 12th and 20th June, Holderness Health new appointment booking system and digital drop-in sessions, the St Margaret's Church Hilston public meeting on the 14th May and details of the Aldbrough Hydrogen storage project statutory consultation.
7. Planning
Erection of a stable with associated access and hard and soft landscaping (retrospective) at Field at grid reference 531169 431733 Seaside Lane Tunstall -25/00834/PLF

It was agreed that no objections be made to the above application.

Display of 9 fascia signs & 2 hanging signs at 4-5 Main Street Roos - 25/00433/PAD

It was agreed that the number of signs proposed was considered to be excessive in number within the street scene of the Conservation Area and should be reduced in number to the satisfaction of the local planning authority.

Change of use of part of ground floor to 3 self-contained holiday accommodation/short term business letting units, erection of a lean-to porch extension and alterations to ground floor doors and windows (retrospective) at Black Horse Inn Main Street Roos - 24/02722/PLF

It was reported that ERYC had approved the above application.

Alterations to windows at front to create new shop entrance and brick up original entrance, installation of ramp and roller shutter and repositioning of signage board (retrospective) at Roos Village Store and Post Office 4-5 Main St Roos -25/00024REFUSE 

Notification was received from ERYC that the Planning Inspectorate had dismissed the above appeal against refusal of planning permission.

8. Treasurer’s report
The Treasurer sought and received approval for payment of the following accounts:-

Audit report - It was agreed to certify the Council as exempt from a limited assurance review following the internal auditor signing off the accounts for 2024/25 followig which the annual governance statement followed by the accounting statements were duly approved and signed.

9. Any other business
Wayside seat on Main Street - It was reported that the seat located near the school was in need of repair works and Cllr Tyson kindly offered to undertake the necessary improvements to the seat.

Speed indicator sign on Main Street - An update received from ERYC stated that there had been a delay by its contractor in acquiring parts to rebuild the sign and that it was hoped to have the system functioning again in the near future.
