Minutes of the Roos Parish Council meeting held in the

Memorial Institute Roos on Monday 13th October 2025

There were no apologies received for absence.

1. Consideration of Councillor’s declaration of interests
There were no changes declared by members to the register of interests.
2. Minutes of the meeting held on 8th September 2025
These were agreed as a true record and signed by the Chair.

Matters arising from the minutes
3. The Pinfold
Cllr Tyson agreed to provide the Clerk with a schedule of works required for improvements to the wall for consideration by the Council for eventual distribution to interested parties wishing to quote for the necessary work.
4. Highway matters
It was reported that the Woodland Group had cut back the hedge on footpath 5 and that the overgrown vegetation on Southfield Lane had still not been attended to for which a reminder had been sent to ERYC. It was also reported that the overgrown vegetation at North End had been cut back and that the footpath at that location requiring minor works would be attended to by ERYC in the near future.  

5. Tolkein statues
The Clerk reported that he had ben in contact with ERYC who had agreed to look into the possibility of providing two/three signs directing visitors to the statues.
6. Public session
A member of the public commented that following the erection of the Tolkein statues consideration should be given to directing visitors to other interesting venues in Roos. A member of the public enquired about the correspondence in relation to the pond on Kiln Lane Tunstall and the grassed area outside Windy Ridge Tunstall for which the Chair provided her with details. 
7. Correspondence
The Clerk reported that he had previously circulated ERYC's community activities initiative, the ERSCP newsletter, East Riding Local Plan - call for sites, Pond on Kiln Lane Tunstall and grassed area outside Windy Ridge Tunstall.
In relation to the pond on Kiln Lane it was agreed to approve the request to plant some shrubs and small apple trees in January/February 2026 in the vicinity of the pond and in respect of the request to utilise the grassed area outside Windy Ridge for 364 days per year for the parking of one vehicle only, this was agreed with a commencement date of January 2026 subject to payment of £10.00 per annum the amount payable to be reviewed annually.
8. Planning
Dismantle 1 no. Sycamore tree in the Conservation Area as has outgrown its position and is causing excessive shading to greenhouse beneath at Manor Farm Main Street Tunstall - 25/02862/TCA

It was agreed that no objections be made to the application.

Erection of a detached dwelling with associated access and parking (revised scheme 21/03308/PLF) at land south of 1 Main Street Roos - 25/02566/PLF

It was agreed that no objections be made to the application.

Siting of a statue (retrospective) at land south of All Saints Churchyard Roos

- 25/01586/PLF  

It was agreed that no objections be made to the application.

Erection of a building for use as a farm shop and creation of car parking area (part retrospective) (amended plans and description) at Windy Ridge Kiln House Lane Tunstall - 25/02374/PLF

It was agreed that no objections be made to the application.

10. Any other business
The Pinfold - Cllr Dodson agreed to remove ivy from the area.

Passing of former member - Cllr Dodson reported that Alan Boden who was also a former Chair of the Council had recently passed away and it was agreed to forward a letter of condolence to Mrs Boden.

Highway matter - It was reported that ERYC had been requested to inspect the footpath from the Roos Arms to Lamb Lane following an incident whereby a member of the public had fallen and sustained facial injuries.
