Minutes of the Roos Parish Council meeting held in the

Memorial Institute Roos on Monday 14th April 2025

An apology for absence was received from Cllr B West.

1. Consideration of Councillor’s declaration of interests
There were no changes declared by members to the register of interests.
2. Minutes of the meeting held on 10th March 2025
These were agreed as a true record and signed by the Chair.

Matters arising from the minutes
3. Proposed Tolkein carving statues
The Chair reported that he would shortly be meeting with a representative of Visit East Yorkshire/ERYC to discuss arrangements for the unveiling of  the two Tolkein statues at Roos Church on the 6th June and that Council members were welcome to attend the event which was by way of invitation only.
4. Dents Garth
The Chair reported that further legal advice he had received with regard to possessory title of the land in question indicated that the issuer was of a civil nature and that he would be attending a meeting with a solicitor on the 15th April to clarify the advice.
5.Land off Main Street Roos
It was reported that the land in question had recently been sold as part of a complete package of land. 
6. Public session
As no members of the public were in attendance the above session did not take place.   
7. Correspondence
The Clerk reported that he had previously circulated notification from ERYC of the East Riding Design Code online session of 26th March, details of the public consultation on the Humber Hydrogen Pipeline project, adoption of the East Riding Local Plan to 2039 and East Riding Design Code supplementary planning document, together with details supplied by SSE Thermal relevant to its proposed Aldbrough Hydrogen Storage project. 
8. Planning
Change of use of part of ground floor to 3 self-contained holiday accommodation/short term business letting units, erection of a lean-to porch extension and alterations to ground floor doors and windows (retrospective) at Black Horse Inn Main Street Roos - 24/02722/PLF

It was agreed that no objections be made to the above application.

Erection of livestock building to replace existing livestock building (retrospective) at Cote Farm Rectory Road Roos - 24/03586/PLF

It was reported that ERYC had approved this application.

Notification was received from ERYC of an appeal against the enforcement notice.

Use of a building as a farm shop (retrospective) at Windy Ridge Kiln House Lane Tunstall - 25/00191/PLF

Notification was received from ERYC that the above application had been withdrawn.

9. Treasurer’s report
The Treasurer sought and received approval for payment of the following accounts:-

C Woodward - compost purchase for The Pinfold - £12.00  

B Lee - salary/expenses for three months - £1162.50

The Treasurer circulated details of the accounts for 2024/25 which he stated would be elaborated upon at the next meeting. 

It was agreed to renew the Tunstall garden account deposit with Lloyds for a period of  twelve months at a rate of interest of 2.54%.

10. Councillor vacancy
The Council considered applications received for the casual vacancy on the Council and on being put to the vote it was agreed that Richard Tyson be co-opted onto the Council and that he be invited to attend the next meeting in May.

11. Any other business
Pilmar Lane open space - Cllr Dodson reported that he had recently cut the grass at the site.

Proposed book library - Cllr Billany reported that she had been approached as to the possibility of providing such a service and she was advised that the telephone box which could have been a possibility was still in use as a public telephone facility.  

Proposed reduction in speed limit on Southfield Lane Tunstall -   It was reported that the results of the recent traffic survey were still awaited which would determine whether the speed limit could be reduced to either 30 or 40mph.
