Minutes of the Roos Parish Council meeting held in the

Memorial Institute Roos on Monday 14th July 2025 

Present: Cllrs D Winter (Chair), M Maltas, G Massey and R Tyson.

Apologies for absence were received from Cllrs A Billany, A Dodson and T Cook.

1. Consideration of Councillor’s declaration of interests
There were no changes declared by members to the register of interests.
2. Minutes of the meeting held on 9thJune 2025
These were agreed as a true record and signed by the Chair.

Matters arising from the minutes
3. Speed indicator sign on Main Street
The Chair reported that the rebuilt sign with dual functions was now in situ and was fully operational following maintenance works carried out by ERYC's contractor.  
4. Policy for Councillor co-option
Discussion ensued on the proposed application form prepared by Cllr Massey for possible inclusion in the draft policy prepared by the Clerk and he spoke of the merits of its inclusion whilst the Clerk commented otherwise. It was agreed that the matter be an agenda item for determination at the next meeting. 
5. The Pinfold
The Chair confirmed that he had met with the landowner who confirmed that in his opinion there was no immediate requirement to repoint sections of the wall facing his field as it was not deemed dangerous and also that harvest required completion prior to any proposed works. It was agreed that Cllr Tyson accompany the Chair to inspect the wall to seek his opinion on the wall's condition.
6. Public session
As no members of the public were in attendance the above session did not take place.
7. Correspondence
The Clerk reported that he had previously circulated ERYC's notice of adoption of Providing Open Space on New Housing developments within the East Riding Local Plan and the ERYC Safe communities data for South East Holderness.
8. Planning
Fell 1 no. Beech tree in the Conservation Area due to large cavity at its base, its trunk being significantly hollow and having shed a large limb at All Saints Church Rectory Road Roos - 25/01733/TCA

It was agreed that no objections be made to the application.

Erection of stable with associated access and hard/soft landscaping (retrospective) at field grid reference 531169 431733

It was reported that ERYC had approved the application.

Change of use of agricultural buildings (barns 1, 2 and 3) to dwellings with associated building operations at Kiln House Kiln House Lane Tunstall

It was reported that the Planning Inspectorate had dismissed the appeal against ERYC's refusal to grant planning permission.

Erection of single storey extension to side and rear following demolition of existing single storey extensions, installation of replacement windows to front and rear (retrospective) at Dents Garth House South End Roos - 25/00824/PLF

It was reported that the application had been withdrawn and the Clerk confirmed that he had been advised by ERYC that the applicant was in discussions with the Authority with regard to the potential for a suitable scheme.

Roos Village Store and Post Office 4-5 Main Street Roos

The Chair reported that he had attended a site meeting with all interested parties to discuss a way forward for suitable works at the facility which would satisfy the Local Planning Authority and the applicant following which new plans would be drawn up upon which the Council would be consulted upon validation. 

9. Treasurer’s report
The Treasurer sought and received approval for payment of the following accounts:-

Wel Medical - new battery/pads for Tunstall defibrillator - £302.30

B Lee - salary/expenses for three months - £1162.50

10. Any other business
Institute railings - Comment was made that Lee Foster had done an excellent job in repainting the railings and that a token payment to him in appreciation may be welcome and the Chair confirmed that he would speak with Mr Foster and if necessary to Mary Jane Barker in the matter.

Local Paths - It was reported that it appeared that vegetation on footpath 5 had recently been cut back perhaps by ERYC as it was understood that members of Roos Woodland Group were of an age where it was felt that they would be unable to carry out the work in future. The Clerk recalled that some years ago the Group and ERYC had reached agreement for the Group to maintain the path and that he would seek ERYC's comments in the matter. It was also agreed to refer overgrown vegetation on footpath 16 to ERYC for attention. 

Highway matters - It was reported that ERYC had advised that damaged wooden posts on Main Street caused by vehicle impact would be replaced by September and it was agreed to refer overgrown vegetation on Southfield Lane to ERYC for attention.
