Minutes of the Roos Parish Council meeting held in the

Memorial Institute Roos on Monday 8th December 2025

Apologies for absence were received from Cllrs A Billany and B West.

1. Consideration of Councillor’s declaration of interests
There were no changes declared by members to the register of interests.
2. Minutes of the meeting held on 10th November 2025
These were agreed as a true record and signed by the Chair.

Matters arising from the minutes
3. Tolkein statues
The Clerk reported that ERYC had agreed to provide the three directional signs at locations previously recommended by the Council and he reported that Historic England had objected to the retrospective planning application as no Scheduled Monument Consent application had been submitted in respect of the application. 
4. Public session
Three members of the public were in attendance who observed proceedings.

Arising from a member of the public raising at the last meeting in his opinion that the footpath from Hodgson Lane to Dents Garth was unfit for use the Clerk confirmed that a response from ERYC had been forwarded to the complainant which stated that no action was required but that the situation would be monitored.

Regarding churchyard plots which were becoming limited for future burials which the same member of the public raised it was agreed that Cllr Dodson approach Mr Rennard to ascertain the current situation as to plot availability.

5. Correspondence
The Clerk reported that he had previously circulated the Dogger Bank Creyke Beck project Development Consent Order decision and notification from ERYC of the impending temporary road closure of Pinfold Lane.

6. Planning
Erection of a free range egg production unit (32k birds) and associated feed bins, underground egg conveyor, drainage system, internal access track and associated infrastructure at Green Acre Farm Roos Road Halsham - 25/02979/PLF

It was agreed that no objections be made to the application.

Erection of replacement wind turbine (40m to hub and 55m to blade tip height) at Carr Farm Burton Road Burton Pidsea - 25/03121/PLF

It was agreed that no objections be made to the application.

Erection of replacement wind turbine (40m height to hub and 55m to blade tip height) at Priest Close Burton Road Roos - 25/03120/PLF

It was agreed that no objections be made to the application.

Display of 2 externally illuminated fascia signs, 2 non-illuminated vinyl window signs and 2 hanging signs (part retrospective) at Village Store and Post Office

4-5 Main Street Roos - 25/03232/PAD

Installation of new shop entrance door with access to ramp and railings to replace existing windows and repositioning of shutter door within door opening and installation of surround and lead capping to existing entrance door (part retrospective) at Village Store and Post Office 4-5 Main Street Roos – 25/03041/PLF

It was agreed that no objections be made to the above two applications.

Erection of detached dwelling with associated access and parking (revised scheme

21/03308/PLF) at land south of 1 Main Street Roos 

It was reported that ERYC had approved the above application.

7. Treasurer’s report
The Treasurer sought and received approval for payment of the following accounts:-

A Billany - reimbursement for purchase of Christmas tree decorations - £117.09 

B Lee - salary/expenses for three months - £1162.50

Following the previous circulation of the documents showing the financial position of the Council it was agreed that the precept requirement for the next financial year remain at £6,000.00.

8. Quotes for renovation of The Pinfold wall
The Council considered the two quotes received for the above works and it was agreed to accept the quote of F&H Construction of £4205.00 subject to the Council being successful in a bid for funding to the Roos Wind Farm Fund for the cost of the proposed works.
9. Any other business
Highway matters - It was reported that the grass verge had been damaged and a tree uprooted by vehicle impact on Hilston Road opposite its junction with Main Street and Cllr Tyson agreed to provide photographs to the Clerk for onward transmission to ERYC for attention, likewise Cllr Cook referred to overgrown vegetation on Roos Road and he also confirmed that he would send appropriate photographs to the Clerk also for forwarding to ERYC for attention.

Roos Beck - It was agreed that an inspection walk of the watercourse by members take place on a to be advised Saturday in January weather permitting.  

10. Annual review of Clerk's salary/expenses
It was agreed that the Clerk's salary/expenses be increased by £175.00 per annum.
