Minutes of the Roos Parish Council meeting held in the

Memorial Institute Roos on Monday 8th September 2025

Apologies for absence were received from Cllrs A Billany and B Smales.

1. Consideration of Councillor’s declaration of interests
There were no changes declared by members to the register of interests.
2. Minutes of the meeting held on 14thJuly 2025
These were agreed as a true record and signed by the Chair.

Matters arising from the minutes
3. The Pinfold
The Chair reported that he together with Cllrs Dodson and Tyson had inspected the wall requiring repointing and remedial works and it was agreed to seek three quotes with a view to applying to the Roos Wind Farm for a grant to cover the cost of the proposed works.
4. Institute railings
The Chair confirmed that he had spoken with Lee Foster who stated that he did not want a token payment for painting the railings but would welcome anyone who wished to be a member of the British Legion.
5. Highway matters
The Clerk reported that ERYC had not cut back the vegetation on footpath 5 and that actual ownership of the hedge was unclear. The Chair confirmed that he had been advised that the Woodland Group would be attending to the hedge in September.

It was also reported that overgrown vegetation on footpath 16 had now been cut back by residents following the Clerk reporting the matter to ERYC for attention, that ERYC had written to the owners of the overgrown vegetation on Southfield Lane requesting it to be cut back and that the damaged wooden posts on Main Street had now been replaced by ERYC.

6. Public session
As no members of the public were in attendance the above session did not take place.
7. Correspondence
The Clerk reported that he had previously circulated the East Riding Lieutenancy Honours Group National Honours information, the ERYC meet and greet session in Beverley on the 18th September, the ERYC Local Plan update Adoption of Housing Needs supplementary planning document, ERYC temporary closure of Lamb Lane (two updates), Holderness Health flu/Covid vaccination programme and the East Riding Local Plan update - consultation on draft Planning Obligations supplementary planning document.
8. Planning
Change of use of building for use as a farm shop (retrospective application) at Windy Ridge Kiln House lane Tunstall - 25/02374/PLF

It was agreed that no objections be made to the application.

Fell 1 no. Beech tree in the Conservation Area due to large cavity at its base, its trunk being significantly hollow and having shed a large limb at All Saints Church Rectory Road Roos – 25/01733/TCA

It was reported that ERYC had approved the above application.

Roos Village Store and Post Office 4-5 Main Street Roos

The Chair reported that ERYC was still awaiting amended new plans for the development from the applicant's agent and that the in post locker in situ would not be acceptable in its current location and that an application was required for its siting at a more suitable location.

9. Treasurer’s report
The Treasurer sought and received approval for payment of the following accounts:-

Friends of Tunstall Church - Tunstall village green maintenance - £100.00

A&M Dodson - Pilmar Lane open space maintenance - £85.00

10. Policy for Councillor co-option
Further discussion ensued on the proposed application form prepared by Councillor Massey for possible inclusion in the draft policy prepared by the Clerk and on the Chair's casting vote it was agreed not to include the application form as part of the new policy.   
11. Any other business
Hilston church - The Chair reported that a new Parochial Church Council had been established and that a recent fund raising event had taken place with applications also being considered for submission for funding opportunities to various funders.  

Highway matters - It was reported that ERYC had requested an owner cut back overgrown vegetation at North End obstructing the footpath, that residents had tidied up the entrance to Greenacre Park and that the proposed reduction in the speed limit on Southfield Lane was still being investigated by ERYC.

Playing Field - It was reported that there was an issue with dog walkers and the Chair confirmed that the matter was being considered  and would be addressed.

Tolkein statues - It was reported that there was no signage directing visitors to the location of the statues and it was agreed to refer the matter to ERYC for attention.
