Minutes of the Roos Parish Council meeting held in the

Memorial Institute Roos on Monday 9th June 2025

Apologies for absence were received from Cllrs T Cook and R Tyson.

1. Consideration of Councillor’s declaration of interests
There were no changes declared by members to the register of interests.
2. Minutes of the meeting held on 12th May 2025
These were agreed as a true record and signed by the Chair.

Matters arising from the minutes
3. Proposed Tolkein carving statues
It was reported that the two Tolkein statues unveiling event took place on the 6th June attended by representatives of the Council and it was agreed that a letter of thanks be forwarded to Mr Grant for facilitating the erection of the statues on his land.
4. St Margaret's Church Hilston
The Chair reported that he had attended the recent public meeting where details of costings to maintain the church were explained and that possible funding opportunities were being explored with a further meeting planned in due course.    
5. Wayside seat on Main Street
It was reported that Cllr Tyson had kindly carried out repairs to the seat located near the school for which he was thanked. 

6. Speed indicator sign on Main Street
The Chair reported that he had been advised that the rebuilt sign would be delivered by the contractor to ERYC within the week for erection at the site. 
7. Public session
The owners of Dents Garth House outlined the details of their retrospective planning application submitted to ERYC for which they were thanked and which would be considered as a planning agenda item later in the meeting. 
8. Correspondence
The Clerk reported that he had previously circulated notification from Holderness Health of its Open Day in Withernsea on 21st June and from ERYC the East Riding Safeguarding Children Partnership newsletter.
9. Planning
Erection of single storey extension to side and rear following demolition of existing single storey extensions, installation of replaceent windows to front and rear (retrospective) at Dents Garth House South End Roos - 25/00824/PLF

It was agreed that ERYC be informed that the Council welcome the intention to improve the site generally and do not agree entirely with the comments of the Conservation Officer on the application and trust that agreement between the applicant and the Local Planning Authority may be reached to satisfy both parties in respect of the application whilst respecting the setting of the Conservation Area.

Display of 9 fascia signs & 2 hanging signs at 4-5 Main Street Roos - 25/00433/PAD

It was reported that the application had now been withdrawn.

Change of use of land for the siting of 60 lodge style caravans for holiday use with ancillary works at land north and east of Kiln House Kiln House Lane Tunstall     

 - 25/00002/REFUSE

It was reported that the Planning Inspectorate had dismissed the appeal against ERYC's refusal of permission for the above development.

10. Treasurer’s report
The Treasurer sought and received approval for payment of the following accounts:-

A&M Dodson - grass cutting Pilmar Lane open space - £94.00  

11. Any other business
Policy for Councillor co-option - The policy prepared by the Clerk was tabled and Cllr Massey suggested that an application form should be considered as part of the policy and it was agreed that Cllr Massey produce such a draft form for consideration prior to any decision on its inclusion within the policy.

The Pinfold - It was reported that the wall facing the adjoining field required repointing in certain areas and that consideration should be given to obtaining quotes for the work. The Chair confirmed that he would speak to the landowner and report back to the next meeting prior to seeking quotes for any works required.

Proposed speed limit on Southfield Lane Tunstall - It was reported that a decision was still awaited from ERYC on a proposed reduction of the speed limit following the earlier conducted traffic survey.  

Retail business award - The Chair commented that Cllr Billany had been nominated for an award in connection with her salon and wished her every success with achieving an award at the announcement stage.
