Minutes of the Roos Parish Council meeting held in the

Memorial Institute Roos on Monday 13th April 2026

An apology for absence was received from Cllr T Cook. 

Prior to the commencement of the meeting a minutes silence was held as a mark of respect in the recent passing of former councillor Jacqueline Cracknell.

1. Consideration of Councillor’s declaration of interests
There were no changes declared by members to the register of interests.
2. Minutes of the meeting held on 9th March 2026
These were agreed as a true record and signed by the Chair.

Matters arising from the minutes
3. Proposed speed limit amendments
The Clerk reported that he would request ERYC to expedite formal consultation on the proposed reduction in the speed limits on Southfield Lane and Roston Road following the initial informal consultation in February.
4. Highway issues
It was reported that ERYC had attended to the majority of potholes highlighted by the Council, however some still required filling on the B1242 Aldbrough Road.
5. Salt spreader
Cllr Smales reported that the spreader was currently being soaked in oil to hopefully free up the seized unit. 
6. Public session
The owners of Dents Garth House commented that they had held discussions with ERYC and that their original planning application which was subsequently withdrawn had been resubmitted in its original form and they were thanked for providing the information which would be considered as an agenda item later in the meeting.

7. Correspondence
The Clerk reported that he had previously circulated ERYC notifications of temporary closures of Hilston Road, Owstwick Road, Danthorpe and Fitling Road Owstwick for utility asset works, ERYC information regarding support available for residents experiencing damp/mould in privately rented accommodation and the ERYC Local Plan supplementary planning obligations document.

He also read out a message received from the owners of The Hollies Christmas Tree Farm thanking the Council for its support in connection with their successful appeal against ERYC's enforcement notice relevant to the site's security gates.

8. Planning
Erection of single storey extensions to side/rear with associated alterations following demolition of existing extension at Dents Garth House South End – 26/00404/PLF

It was agreed to strongly support and have no objections to the application.

Siting of a statue (retrospective) (amended plans) at land south of All Saints Churchyard Rectory Road Roos - 25/01586/PLF

It was agreed that no objections be made to the application.

Appeal against ERYC's enforcement notice at land south of The Hollies Main Street

It was reported that the Planning Inspectorate had upheld the above appeal.

Erection of replacement wind turbine (40m to hub and 55m to blade tip height) at 

Carr Farm Burton Road Burton Pidsea 

Erection of replacement wind turbine (40m to hub and 55m to blade tip height) at Priest Close Burton Road Roos 

It was reported that ERYC had approved the above two applications.

9. Treasurer’s report
The Treasurer sought and received approval for payment of the following accounts:-

B Lee - salary/expenses for three months - £1206.25

C Woodward - purchase of bedding plants for The Pinfold - £16.40

ERYC - topping up salt bin at Eastfield Estate - £66.00

It was agreed to renew the Tunstall garden deposit account with Lloyds for a period of six months at a rate of interest of 2.74%.

10. Any other business
Lamb Lane - It was reported that the lane was scheduled for surface dressing of the highway this year.

Proposed bench at the Well on Kiln House Lane - The Chair reported that following the request for permission to site a bench there details of which had been forwarded to members for consideration between meetings with no objections received, the applicants had been informed that approval had been granted by the Council.

Notice board - The Chair reported that the unit was insecure in the ground and after discussion with Chris Dee the issue would be looked into by Steve Mullett.

Website - Cllr Billany commented that she hoped to resolve issues with Easily UK in the near future in respect of updating the website. 

Emergency Plan -  It was agreed to update the plan following next year's elections.
