Minutes of the Roos Parish Council meeting held in the

Memorial Institute Roos on Monday 9th February 2026

An apology for absence was received from Cllr A Billany.

1. Consideration of Councillor’s declaration of interests
There were no changes declared by members to the register of interests.
2. Minutes of the meeting held on 8th December 2025
These were agreed as a true record and signed by the Chair.

Matters arising from the minutes
3. Churchyard burial plots
Cllr Dodson reported that he had approached Mr Rannard regarding the current situation with plot availability for future burials and that he had been informed that there was sufficient land available for the next fifteen years and that the Parochial Church Council was monitoring the situation moving forward.
4. Highway issue
It was reported that the area of damaged grass verge and uprooted tree caused by vehicle impact on Hilston Road had now been tidied up. 
5. Roos Beck
The Chair reported that four members carried out an inspection walk of the beck on the 17th January and that no issues were identified with water flowing freely throughout its course.  
6. Public session
As no members of the public were in attendance the above session did not take place.

7. Correspondence
The Clerk reported that he had previously circulated details of the temporary closure of Quaker Road at Owstwick, the ERYC South Holderness meet and greet session in Preston on 26th March and details of the health care messages toolkit from NHS Humber and North Yorkshire.

The Clerk reported that he had received an informal consultation from ERYC regarding proposed speed limit amendments for Southfield Lane to 30mph and Roston Road to 40mph and it was agreed that the proposed measures be fully supported.

8. Planning
Erection of a free range egg production unit (32k birds) and associated feed bins, underground egg conveyor, drainage system, internal access track and associated infrastructure at Green Acre Farm Roos Road Halsham

Erection of a free range egg production unit and associated infrastructure at Kenby Farm Quaker Road Owstwick

Display of 2 externally illuminated fascia signs, 2 non-illuminated vinyl window signs and 2 hanging signs (part retrospective) at Village Store and Post Office

4-5 Main Street Roos

Installation of new shop entrance door with access to ramp and railings to replace existing windows and repositioning of shutter door within door opening and installation of surround and lead capping to existing entrance door (part retrospective) at Village Store and Post Office 4-5 Main Street Roos

Crown reduce 1 no. Beech tree by 3 metres at Ashdown House Rectory Road Roos

Fell 1 no. Maple tree as leaning into neighbouring property at Ashdown House Rectory Road Roos

It was reported that ERYC had approved the above six applications.

Erection of replacement wind turbine (40m to hub and 55m to blade tip height) at 

Carr Farm Burton Road Burton Pidsea

Erection of replacement wind turbine (40m to hub and 55m to blade tip height) at Priest Close Burton Road Roos

It was reported that ERYC had refused the above two applications.

Erection of 1 no. dwelling - outline (all matters reserved) at Acorn Cottage Hodgson Lane Roos - 25/03311/OUT 

The Clerk reported that following his circulation between meetings of the above application to members he had forwarded an objection to ERYC as it was proposed that the dwelling would be two storey which would have a detrimental effect on the setting of the Conservation Area. 

9. Treasurer’s report
The Treasurer sought and received approval for payment of the following account:-

Zurich Insurance - renewal of Council insurance policy - £241.00

10. Any other business
Highway matters - It was agreed to refer potholes and subsidence issues at the following locations to ERYC for attention :- Hilston Road north of Furze Farm and near Elm Tree Farm, Aldbrough Road between the crossroads and Owstwick Hall,

Rectory Road at its junction with Pinfold Lane, Withernsea Road prior to the right hand bend and that the passing places on Roston Road are uneven and require filling. 

Footpath issue - Cllr Smales reported that he had been approached by a member of the public regarding the state of the footpath between South End and Lamb Lane and he was advised that ERYC was monitoring the situation with no action presently needed.   
Salt spreader - The Chair reported that the unit which was housed in his garage required servicing and that the future storage of the spreader required consideration and it was agreed that he liaise with Cllr Smales in the matter.
