Minutes of the Roos Parish Council meeting held in the

1. Consideration of Councillor’s declaration of interests
There were no changes declared by members to the register of interests.
2. Minutes of the meeting held on 9th February 2026
These were agreed as a true record and signed by the Chair.

Matters arising from the minutes
3. Proposed speed limit amendments
The Clerk reported that he had contacted ERYC to enquire as to when the Council would be formally consulted on the above proposals for Southfield Lane and Roston Road following the initial informal consultation and that he had been informed that 

this should take place within the next six to eight weeks.
4. Highway issues
A reply from ERYC stated that pothole repair works had been issued for Furze/Hilston Road north of Furze Farm and near Elm Tree Farm, on Aldbrough Road where nine potholes had been identified and that the passing places on Roston Road would be improved in the coming financial year. 
5. Salt spreader
Cllr Smales reported that he had taken delivery of the unit which he had found to be seized up and that he would attempt to free up the mechanism moving forward.
6. Public session
As no members of the public were in attendance the above session did not take place.

7. Correspondence
There were no items of correspondence for the Council's consideration.

8. Planning
Erection of replacement wind turbine (40m to hub and 55m to blade tip height) at 

Carr Farm Burton Road Burton Pidsea - 26/00229/PLF

It was agreed that no objections be made to the above application.

Erection of replacement wind turbine (40m to hub and 55m to blade tip height) at Priest Close Burton Road Roos - 26/00228/PLF

It was agreed that whilst the Council has no objections in principle to the application it is considered that the proposed increase to 55m to blade tip height could in effect result in the turbine becoming too close to Burton Road.

9. Treasurer’s report
The Treasurer sought and received approval for payment of the following account:-

Memorial Institute - hire of hall (four meetings) - £60.00

10. Any other business
Highway matters - It was agreed to refer to ERYC a large pothole on Rectory Road north of  Pinfold Lane which was highlighted by the placement of two traffic cones for urgent remedial works.

Main Street in Roos - Cllr Smales enquired if some form of street lighting could be provided in future and the Chair commented that the subject was discussed some years ago and the general public feeling at the time was that street lighting was not required.
